	Some collections of mononuclear inflammatory cells (macrophages and lymphocytes) admixed with occasional necrotic hepatocytes are present in most of the lobules, around the centrilobular vein.



	3
	All centrilobular hepatocytes, in most of the lobules, are necrotic (coagulative necrosis), admixed with a variable number of mononuclear inflammatory cells (macrophages and lymphocytes).  Necrosis may extend to mid-zonal areas in some lobules.
