Dear Colleagues,

As President of the American Society of Criminology, it is my great pleasure to
welcome you to the 2024 annual meetings in the dynamic and historically rich City
of San Francisco. This City by the Bay, known for its iconic Golden Gate Bridge,
rolling cable cars, and the eerie allure of Alcatraz, serves as a fitting backdrop for
our annual meetings. The theme of this meeting, “Criminological Research and
Education Matters: People, Policy, and Practice in Tumultuous Times,” is also
fitting as we meet just days after a historic national election.

San Francisco's history is a vivid tapestry woven within sometimes mythical tales
of the Gold Rush that too often render invisible land dispossession and genocide
while emphasizing a surge of opportunity and lawlessness, as well as opportunity
in lawlessness (for some but not others).

I especially encourage you to attend the presidential
sessions that, by design, speak to our theme for the meeting; as such, I hope they are
sites of gathering, contemplating, and engaging as a big tent community.

Most importantly, some public thank yous are in order. Charis Kubrin and Jenn
Macy, the co-chairs of the program committee for this year’s annual meeting,
worked with Jordan Grasso (Graduate Student at University of California, Irvine)
and Sheena Case (Deputy Director of ASC) to organize this program.

ANNUAL MEETING CODE OF CONDUCT

Introduction

As an organization, we uphold our Code of Ethics (approved March 2016). Section
IT #5 of the Code states, “In their professional activities, ASC members are
committed to enhancing the general well-being of societies and of the individuals
and groups within them. Thus, ASC members have an obligation to avoid forms of
social injustice such as discrimination, oppression, or harassment.” Section Il #10 of
the Code states, “ASC members do not force, coerce, or obtain through manipulation
personal favors, sexual activity or economic or professional advantages from any
person including faculty, students, research respondents, clients, patients, research
assistants, clerical staff or colleagues. ASC members will not engage in workplace
harassment, aggression, or bullying of any kind.”

We remind all participants in ASC activities during the Annual Meeting that the Code
of Ethics will be upheld so that all its members enjoy a welcoming environment free
from unlawful discrimination, harassment and retaliation.
